HUSKISSON RSL SOCCER CLUB

Due to a complete lack of records and also reliable information prior to 1974 and the passing on of the original founder, there will no doubt be areas open to dispute, by checking with the Shoalhaven Association some dates have been established, and some of the then lads and their parents have stated clearly the age they first played which should establish fairly well when the first team was put together. There is a long period when little can be verified but this is overshadowed by the rapid growth of the club immediately after.

Every attempt will be made to give mention or pay credit to all who have from time to time contributed to the forming of the club from its infant days to a hard competitor in a twelve club competition and around 140 players registered each year.

Allowing credit to those who helped him the honour of being founder must go to Allan Crookham, a T.P.I. soldier with severe injuries to his legs who came to Huskisson in 1961 and must have set about quickly as some lads claim they played, probably late that year,against Nowra Cobbers in a cow paddock on Albatross Rd; (Don means Connolys Oval) to lose eleven nil.Captain of the team was named as David Howe with Dennis Richardson also named as a player. The age group was under 11.

In this period it seems Allan McDonald was active in support of Allan Crookham while Bill Kemp acted as coach,John Kemp as referee, George Richardson, Bob & Nell Patterson, Marie & John Bye, Les Mogg are some of the people who gave support and then a small group of returned men in the R.S.L. Sub Branch financed all the equipment. They have incidentally continued their support through the years and usally donate aid.

The SDASA was formed in February 1963 (It was formed as Shoalhaven Junior Soccer Association) with David Gibson as its first president. I believe Jim Barr and Jock Perkins (Southern Branch) may have been on the scene then also.

The first teams (Juniors) were Nowra (2 teams),Bomaderry (2 Teams) and Terara (1 Team) to make up a seven team competition in 1963. We have some lads who maintain they played competition in 1964 but we must have been social only as the records from the Association state all teams names. We therefore were still a social group perhaps through lack of a home venue at the time. Age groups in competition were under 9 and under 11’s only.

Around this time achknowledgement of the efforts of the National Fitness Council headed by George Sampson and including Dick Young,Bill McGee,Ken Cotterill and Harold Parnell plus others who did much for the area in labour and fund raising towards the construction of the swimming pool and the toilet block at the sports field, plus work on the fields itself, thus giving us a home field to enable us to enter the competition in some form, however some older lads still played “arranged social” games around as far as Goulburn well after this.

In 1965 and onwards information is sketchy but it appears reliable that we played an under 12 team in the competition in that year. Lads named as part of that team were ,David Howe, Tom Richards, Patrick Banfield, Gary Kemp, Bob Patterson, and Steven Bye who s seven years old made the team. Very few clubs enter the competition as top dogs and it seems we were no exception. In 1968 Huskisson registered an under 10’s and under 14’s.Allan Crookham was president and Allan McKenzie was Secretary and Association Vice President.

In many villages the greatest contribution to a sport comes from an outsider and in 1966 we had at Huskisson Allan McKenzie as the headmaster of the primary school.T his man put so much into soccer, especially the little ones who he really loved and could be seen on the field with them, both running with and teaching them the game and was in turn, worshipped by the little ones. It is likely that Allan’s enthusiasm was responsible in the long run for making soccer the main sport of this school through the influence of Rex Taylor who followed Allan as headmaster should not be ignored, as it was  great. Allan served as club Secretary for years, always highly involved with his kids until he took some long service leave in 1973 and went with his wife to Papua Guinea, unfortunately Allan contacted an illness whilst there which necessitated his retirement from school teaching and eventually his death.

Around this time Allan Crookham was having a great deal of trouble with his bad legs and in 1973 was placed in Picton Repartriation hospital where after much suffering he passed on. In recognition of his founding the club the prime award in the club is called the Allan Crookham Trophy and is awarded to the team gaining the most competition points during the season.

Dick Hammond who had for some time been a stalwart of the club and for a time President ,returned to England in 1973 after having made quite a contribution here. It will no doubt register that 1972-73 were years of great loss to the club with three men who had done so much, gone and in effect the club was a bit like a chook without it’s head.

A meeting of interested parents was followed by another with the Association taking part on 26th February 1974 which resulted in the reforming, strictly on Association lines with stress being placed on new gear to promote  more teams to enter the competition in 1974.On this vein the RSL Sub Branch was approached and it is great to state that the additional equiptment was provided without hesitation. At this point the soccer club was practically penniless so the help was very much appreciated.

The playing of tiny tots (Mini’s) on a 100 yard field encouraged Don to seek support for a smaller field and Council offered $400 to remove trees, etc with the club to undertake all other work.The result was a field 50 x 75 yards which was at first not liked by visiting teams but later applauded and adopted for under nines while a still smaller field for under 7’s and 8’s was approved.

With the arrival here of Phil Webb and futher  involement of John Dunshea this club did much to improve facilities and encourage more players in more age groups and in 1978 we fielded eleven teams and were the Association’s top preforming club. The Barnes and Hay families also became more involved plus with a trio of now life members working together, worked towards the below listed scheme.

In 1975-76 referees courses were undertaken by Don and Phil (he needed it) and we may have been the first clubto have two qualified referees. During the period 74-83 the joint efforts of three ambitious Presidents saw fields developed well, a canteen was established as well as four fields and not the least of we saw girls competing and also winning more than they lost.

John Dunshea followed Don Fairweather as President than Phil Webb until 1983 to be followed by Eric Wilmott then John Dunshea again in 1985.Inprovements mainly financed by the club include:



Construction of small field 50 x 75 yards

The club estimated the value of development work done by its effort as in excess of $25000 and are appreciative of the assistance given by council over the years and has been quite a contribution to the overall area.John Herbert has also been a supporter insofar

as he has on occasions cut his prices to help and did’t charge on some of the work done.

We were sorry to lose Phil Webb to a position in Queensland,but we wish him well in his job there.

At this time the council has installed a concrete cricket pitch on No 2 field so that the Huskisson youngesters have a home field for that sport also.They  also have undertaken to top dress the fields which badly need it.

Among those have made a mark on soccer I would include Barry Dumbrell who unfortunately lost his life in a diving accident.Another deserving of mention is Arthur Hughes,who was involved for a compartively short time,was unstinting and aided during the upgrading the areas listed above.

Phil Webb may have the record having I think taken to four consecutive premierships,as well as having started the girls under extreme difficulty in the Wollongong competition and done so well with them.Don Fairweather would hold the belt for the time involved in the administration of the club 1974-1985.

Since 1978 we have remained with one exception a ten team club and proud of being,despite the huge cost rises to register and field a player,able to pay our own way through it is getting harder to do.In 1978 regristration was $2.00 and now (1985) is $15.00 were it not for the support from the RSL Sub Branch and permission to run a club raffle at the Bowling club weekly we simply would have to instigate some harsh cost cutting or fund raising measures.We are also proud of the support from the RSL club who donate the drinks to players at all our home games this may not sound much but this year (1985) we have registered 115 juniors who compete with a simular number so you can get your calculator going for the season.

I have refrained from giving mention to three women who have for years made contribution and worked on canteen as well as on administrative duties since adam was a boy,they are now all life members and certainly earned that. They are Fay Hay,June Fairweather,and Jill Barnes and each of them deserve all the credit for their untiring work for the club and the youngsters involved there.

1985 has seen changes insofar the club has for 1986 gone back to juniors only due to a merger with St Georges Basin in the seniors.Both sides have for years had difficulities with their seniors with Association rules placing them in at various times in a grade well above what the team is capable of playing,which added to a dearth of reserves who are incapable of playing A grade to replace injured players.It is hoped that by merging we can run three divisions and have players able to compete at a level they are capable of but still also to go into a higher grade if their improvement merits it.I feel sure all soccer Enthusiasts will wish Bay & Basin Rangers well in their inaugral year and that the move is the right one.

I regret any inaccuracies included in this record but hope that in the main it is an acceptable resume of the Huskisson RSL Soccer Club twenty four years existance.I would also like to thank those who have tendered information and helped fill in some of the gaps and hope futher that this is fairly reliable as well as interesting to those it is hoped read it.
