SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

                 RULES.
The race will be governed by The Racing Rules of Sailing 2013-2016, the prescriptions of Yachting Australia, and the appropriate class rules, except as any of these are altered by the Notice of Race and these Sailing Instructions. The race is designated Category 7.
1. SAFETY.

This is a Category 7 event for trailable yachts, however all yachts shall carry their auxiliary motors in operating position at all times. Buoyancy Vests will be worn by all competitors at all time except where full length safety lines are fitted.
2. ENTRIES.
This race is open to trailable yachts only. Eligible yachts may be entered by completing registration with the Port Albert Yacht Club Inc. The Entry Fee is $20.00.

3. DIVISIONS

Yachts may be grouped into Divisions according to handicap. The Divisions will be allocated on race day and will be announced at the Race Briefing. 

Division Flags:   Division 1;  Numeral Pennant 1.
Division  2;  Numeral Pennant  2.

4. SIGN ON / OFF
           A representative of each yacht must sign on prior to the race and sign off within one hour of the last    

           yacht in it’s division finishing. Sign On / Off sheets will be located in the P.A.Y.C. clubhouse.

5. NOTICES TO COMPETITORS

A briefing will be held at 1030hrs in the P.A.Y.C. Clubhouse when the Course to be sailed will be announced. Notices to Competitors will be posted on the noticeboard in the Clubhouse
6. SCHEDULE OF RACES

Division 1.
Time of Warning Signal   -   1100hrs

Division 2.
Time of Warning Signal   -   1105hrs

7. RACING AREA

The racing area will be as shown on the chart accompanying this notice and, unless shortened after the start, will constitute a circumnavigation of Sunday Island.
8. THE COURSE         Note: Port Course shown on the accompanying chart.
All Navigational Channel Marks are considered marks of the course and must be passed on their correct side. The Front Light at the Port Albert Entrance must be passed to the South.

      Port Course – Red Flag displayed at start

From the Starting Line sail in a southerly direction along the Port Albert Channel then westerly along the Midge Channel leaving Sunday Island to Port to round a Yellow PAYC Buoy laid off the south western end of the island to Port then along the Snake Channel to the Entrance keeping the Front Light to Port and then to the finish via the Port Albert Channel.

     Starboard Course – Green Flag displayed at start

From the Starting Line sail in a southerly direction along the Port Albert Channel to the Entrance leaving Sunday Island and the Front Light to Starboard then westerly along the Snake Channel to round a Yellow PAYC Buoy laid off the south western end of the island to Starboard then north easterly along the Midge Channel to the Port Albert Channel and then to the finish via the Port Albert Channel.

9. THE START

The race will be started using Rule 26 with the warning signal given 5 minutes before the starting signal. Rule 30.1 will apply. The warning signal for Division 2 is the starting signal for Division 1.

The STARTING LINE for all Divisions shall be between a FLAGSTAFF erected on the Port Albert Wharf and a buoy laid between the compass pile and the No. 13  Starboard Channel Mark. 

Yachts whose warning signal has not been made shall keep clear of the starting area and of all yachts whose warning signal has been made.

RECALLS
11.1
Individual recalls will be signaled in accordance with rule 29.1. The offending yachts may be identified by hail.

11.2
General recalls and subsequent starts will be signaled in accordance with rule 29.2

12.
SHORTENING THE COURSE
If the course is to be shortened before the start of the race details of the new course will be announced at the briefing. Code Flag “S” will be flown from the flagstaff at the starting line.

13.
THE FINISH
13.1
The FINISHING LINE for all Divisions shall be between the Port Albert Wharf and the P.A.Y.C Start Finish Buoy.
13.2
In the event of the COURSE BEING SHORTENED AFTER THE START the FINISHING LINE will be between the PAYC Rescue Boat flying a blue flag and Code Flag “S” and a YELLOW PAYC BUOY.

      14.  TIME LIMIT
The time limit will be 6 hours for the first yacht in each division and 2 hours after the first yacht finishes for the remainder of the yachts in each division.

 15.  PROTESTS

15.1
Protests shall be in writing and lodged with the Officer of the Day within 15 minutes after the time of the last yacht’s finish.

15.2
The protest committee will hear protests in approximately the order of receipt.
15.3
Protest notices will be posted within 30 minutes of the protest time to inform competitors where and when there is a hearing in which they are parties to a protest or named as a witness.

       16.  RACE POSTPONEMENT. If necessary the Race will be sailed on Sunday 7 December 2014 with 
              Division 1 starting at 10:00hrs.
17. PRIZES. The J.T.Helleren Memorial Trophy will be awarded to the yacht with the best overall corrected time. Trophies will be awarded to the first place in each Division.
18.  INDEMNITY


The Port Albert Yacht Club Inc. is not responsible for the seaworthiness of the yachts or the sufficiency or adequacy of the crews and equipment whose entries have been accepted. The PAYC reserves the right to refuse any entry. Attention is drawn to Rule 4 which states “The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to continue racing is hers alone”.
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
