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2015 HIGHLIGHTS 
 

PALAU NOC COMMITMENT & RESPONSIBILITIES 
The NOC General Assembly again reviewed the charter to reconfirm the Terms of Reference of 
Athletes Commission and finalized the languages in the NOC Charter as per the IOC Charter for 
the Palau Athlete’s Commission membership in the Executive Board of the NOC and members 
in the general assembly with the right to vote. 
 
A Retreat of the NOC membership was held in early 2015 to review and revisit the Strategy Plan 
of the NOC and National Federations.   The Strategy Plan and Retreat workshop provided an 
opportunity for the membership to look at the plan and provided improvement and achievable 
goals up to 2017. 
 

 
Education Delivery through MISO and OSEP 

The Master Educator for Palau is Mr. Joe Chilton and Ms. Jubilee Kuartei. 
 
The Palau Education Commission is working with the PISEP Providers and has presented the 
2015 programs to the NOC during the 2014 General Assembly which will be implemented in 
2015 with OSEP support and guidance. 
 
On the 28th of March 2015, the North Pacific Region OSEP team, consisting of Daniel Ramngen 
from the FSM, Kevin Harkey from Marshall Islands and Corrine Hideos from Palau along with 
the Zone Coordinator, Jubilee Kuartei and OSEP regional Coordinator Sainimili Talatoka came 
together for their first staff orientation here in the beautiful country of Palau. The outlined 
topics for the day were: Understanding Sport Education Framework in Oceania, the Sport 
Education System, OSEP Career pathways, OSEP Quality Management System, Job Description 
and Key performance indicators. 
The objective was to help each sport education officers to understand their duties and 
responsibilities and what are expected of them to do when they go back to their respective 
countries. 
 

Sports & Media: Reporter’s Academy 
On March 9th-15th 2015 the Reporter’s Academy in 
collaboration with Palau NOC held a sports media 
journalism training to the youth of Palau. Six young people  
from Palau Community College worked for a week alongside 
media expert, Katy Atkinson from the Reporters’ Academy 
based in UK, who trained them in sport reporting skills.  The 
goal was to raise the aspiration and employability skills to 
10 young people through a unique media production programme, whilst increasing the capacity 
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of Palau NOC. These young people have gained valuable new media and journalism skills, which 
they put into practice interviewing sports people including the President of the Republic and 
populating PNOC’s website with media content. As a result of the training they can now 
independently produce film updates for local media, populate web platforms, update blogs, 
and take photos confidently.  
 

Athletes Participation and Competitions 
 
April - The Palau NOC celebrated its 14th Sports Award Banquet, where all athletes, coaches, 
administrators, volunteers, officials and families of sports throughout Palau come together to 
recognize those key partners and people in sports of their excellence performances in making 
sports possible in Palau throughout the years. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Belau National Games and various competitions 
June – Palau NOC and Belau Games Organizing committee held its 10th Belau Games on June 
19th – 28th 2015. 13 out of 16 participated states on 17 different sports/disciplines: Athletics, 
Archery, Baseball, Baseball, Basketball, Micronesian All Around, Softball (Fast Pitch), 
Spearfishing, Swimming, Table Tennis, Tennis, VA ‘a (Canoe), and Indoor Volleyball, Beach 
Volleyball, Weightlifting, and Wrestling. Angaur, Hatahobei, and Ngchesar States did not 
participate this 10th Belau Games. Koror won most gold medal and over medal tally with 88 gold 
medals and 199 in total medal tally. 
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Pacific Games 
July – Palau NOC and the National Federations prepare the national teams to participate in the 
15th Pacific Games held in Port Moresby, PNG from 1-28 July.  Twenty Four teams participated 
in the Games American Samoa, Australia, Cook Islands, Fiji, Kiribati, Guam, Marshall Islands, FS 
Micronesia, Nauru, New Caledonia, Niue, New Zealand, Norfolk Island, Northern Mariana 
Islands, Samoa, Palau, Papua New Guinea, Solomon Islands, Tahiti, Tonga, Tuvalu, Tokelau, 
Vanuatu, Wallis and Futuna.  Palau was represented in four sports/disciplines:  Athletics, Table 
Tennis, Swimming, and Weightlifting. Team Palau Stevick Patris came in Bronze in 69kg Snatch 
Category while Rodman Teltull took silver medal in men’s 100 meter sprint, with a final medal 
count of 1 Silver medal and 1 Bronze medal. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
August – Palau join other pacific countries in participating the 15th IAAF World Championships 
in Beijing, China from 22-30 August 2015.  Palau was represented in 100 meter Sprint by 
Rodman Teltull along with the fastest man in the pacific Ratu Banuve Tabakaucoro from Fiji 
representing Team Oceania. Unfortunately Rodman was not able to qualify to the finals but was 
able to set new personal best and a national record with a time 10.71 sec in the qualifying 
round.   
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September – National Federations prepare for the 21st Independence Day Sports Activities from 
28 September to 1 October.  Sports activities included a Walkathon, Ocean Swim, Canoe Races, 
Beach Volleyball Tournament and Softball Tournament.

Under the provisions of the Constitution 
of ANOC, the General Assembly is the 
highest authority of the Association of 
National Olympic Committees are entitled 
to be part of the General Assembly, the 
Association's member NOCs, represented 
by their delegates, and the Members of 
the Executive Council of ANOC. The 
ordinary General Assembly meets at least 
every two years. The General Assembly is 
vested by the Constitution with the power of approving in particular the Association's budget 
and accounts. The General Assembly is competent and has full powers to take all necessary 
measures for adequately conducting the Association's operations and for the realization of its 
objectives. To this effect, in the interval between two Assemblies, it delegates its powers to the 
Executive Council and to the President of ANOC, in compliance with the Constitution. The 
General Assembly elects the President every four years and ratifies the nomination of the Vice-
Presidents and members of the Executive council elected by the Continental Associations. It 
approves the nomination of the Secretary General and Treasurer put forward by the President, 
and appoints the Auditors.
