on conduct which can be reported to the GPS Association/ Queensland Cricket.

Include in after match meeting with Captains "Player Behaviour/Spirit of Cricket". This will enable the Umpire

to provide valuable feedback to the Captains about Spirit of Cricket issues.

In the event of a player being found guilty of a breach of the "Code of Behaviour", the team will automatically
