Nominations for awards are for the period 1 June 2014 to 31 May 2015 (except for the Hall of Fame which recognises achievement over a much longer period of time)

Any Tasmanian yacht club or yachting organisation affiliated with Yachting Tasmania can nominate an individual, team or organisation for an award. All nominees should be of good character and known for displaying good sportsmanship.
The nomination form attached is to be used for all nominations. 

Nominations should include all details associated with the achievement and include at least one high-resolution digital photo of the nominee.

Nominations close on the 31st of May 2015. 

Awards:

· Yachting Personality of the Year

· The Bennetto Medal (Offshore Award)

A panel appointed by Yachting Tasmania considers achievement awards and Hall of Fame nominations. The panel makes its recommendations to Yachting Tasmania for approval.
Awards Details:

Tasmanian Yachting Hall of Fame
Rationale

The Yachting Hall of Fame is a mechanism by which the Tasmanian sailing fraternity can recognise and celebrate the achievements of our yachting men and women, past and present.

Induction into the Yachting Hall of Fame is the highest honour the Tasmanian sailing fraternity can bestow upon any one individual or organisation.

Eligibility

Any Tasmanian, team or organisation can be nominated for this award in recognition of

· Outstanding achievements in yacht racing or cruising over a reasonable period of time since the inception of recreational yachting in Tasmania; or an

· Outstanding contribution to the organisation and administration, again over a reasonable period of time since the inception of recreational yachting in Tasmania

· Hall of Fame inductions will be made only in years where there are nominations that meet the criteria. 
YACHTING PERSONALITY OF THE YEAR

Rationale

This award recognises the particular achievement or contribution of one Tasmanian to the sport of yachting over the past 12-month period. 

Eligibility

To be nominated for this award, an individual of any age must have made within the last 12 months

· An outstanding achievement in racing or cruising; or

· An outstanding contribution to yachting as a recreational sport.

· This award is judged and presented annually on the basis that there is a nomination that meets the criteria.

THE BENNETTO MEDAL
Rationale

This medal is presented in memory and honour of the late John Bennetto, and recognises the achievement or achievements of an individual Tasmanian sailor in offshore racing over the past 12-month period.

Eligibility

To be nominated for this award, an individual of any age must have made

· An outstanding achievement in offshore yacht racing; or

· An outstanding contribution to the organisation or administration of offshore yacht racing.

· And must hold a current Yachting Australia silver card.  

· This award is to be judged and presented annually on the basis that there is a nomination that meets the criteria.

Outstanding Youth Achievement Award

Rationale

This award recognises the achievement or achievements of an individual Tasmanian sailor or Tasmanian crew or team competing in youth racing over the past 12 month period.
Eligibility

To be nominated for this award, an individual, crew or team of youth age must have achieved 

· An outstanding national or international achievement in a recognised international youth class or youth event; or

· An outstanding performance at a world championship in a recognised dinghy class.  

· And hold a current Yachting Australia silver card.
· This award is to be judged and presented annually on the basis that there is a nomination that meets the criteria.

SAILOR OF THE YEAR – MALE
Rationale

This award recognises the particular achievement or contribution of one Tasmanian male to the sport of yachting over the past 12-month period. 

Eligibility

· To be nominated for this award, an individual of any age must have made an outstanding achievement in racing or cruising within the last 12 months.

· And hold a current Yachting Australia silver card

· This award is judged and presented annually on the basis that there is a nomination that meets the criteria.

SAILOR OF THE YEAR – FEMALE

Rationale

This award recognises the particular achievement or contribution of one Tasmanian female to the sport of yachting over the past 12-month period. 

Eligibility

· To be nominated for this award, an individual of any age must have made an outstanding achievement in racing or cruising within the last 12 months.

· And hold a current Yachting Australia silver card

· This award is judged and presented annually on the basis that there is a nomination that meets the criteria.

SAILOR OF THE YEAR with a disability
Rationale

This award recognises the particular achievement or contribution of one Tasmanian to the sport of yachting over the past 12-month period. 

Eligibility

· To be nominated for this award, an individual of any age must have made an outstanding achievement in racing or cruising within the last 12 months.

· Must be classified under the International Foundation for Disabled Sailing (IFDS) Functional Classification System or the INAS-FID Athlete Eligibility Criteria
· And hold a current Yachting Australia silver card

· This award is judged and presented annually on the basis that there is a nomination that meets the criteria.

volunter award
Rationale

This award recognises the particular achievement or contribution of one Tasmanian to the sport of yachting/boating. 

Eligibility

· To be nominated for this award, an individual must have made a significant contribution to the sport of yachting/boating over a period of not less than five [5] years.

· And hold a current Yachting Australia silver card

· This award is judged and presented annually on the basis that there is a nomination that meets the criteria.

Club of the Year award
Rationale

This award recognises the particular contribution of an affiliated club to the sport of sailing/boating. 

Eligibility

· To be nominated for this award, a club must have made a significant contribution to the sport of yachting/boating over the past twelve months.

· Clubs will be judged on a variety of factors that may include: Membership increase, delivery of RYA/YA training programs, community interaction, promotion of “Discover Sailing”. 
· This award is judged and presented annually on the basis that there is a nomination that meets the criteria.

administrator/sports professional award
Rationale

This award recognises the particular achievement or contribution of one Tasmanian to the sport of yachting/boating. 

Eligibility

· To be nominated for this award, an individual must have made a significant contribution to the sport of yachting/boating over the last twelve months
· This award is judged and presented annually on the basis that there is a nomination that meets the criteria.
INSTRUCTOR/COACH award
Rationale

This award recognises the particular achievement or contribution of one Tasmanian to instructing or coaching participants in the sport of yachting/boating. 

Eligibility

· Must be a fully qualified and current sailing coach or a fully qualified and current instructor (Dinghy [incl Tackers], Powerboat, Keelboat, Windsurf, SSS or RYA), working at an accredited Discover Sailing Centre. 

· The individual shall have demonstrated exceptional levels of self-development; and leadership of others in their development.

· The individual must be of good character and known for displaying good sportsmanship

· To be nominated for this award, an individual must have made a significant contribution to the sport of yachting/boating over the last twelve months

· This award is judged and presented annually on the basis that there is a nomination that meets the criteria.
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
