OSFA : Order Off Rule, Reports and Tribunal Processes
 (as at May 2018)
1. ORDER OFF LAW & COLOURED CARD SYSTEM
· A player or official can only be ordered from the field by a field umpire or an emergency field umpire however a field umpire may order from the field a player who has been reported by either a boundary or a goal umpire.

· A player may be sent off for 15 minutes to “cool down” if the umpire considers it necessary.

· Players reported for “other” offences will be ordered off for 15 minutes.

· Players who are reported for designated “serious” offences will be ordered off for the remainder of the match. 

· The two benches mutually time the send off period.

· In all cases a replacement player may enter the field immediately a player has left the field after being ordered off

REPORT PROCESS

Home Team

NOTE:  HOME TEAM IS RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL PAPERWORK

1. Prior to the game the home team has already provided the Laws of the Game and the Report book to the umpires.

2. Home Team Match manager collects all reports from umpires.

· Original to Match Envelope, which is to be delivered to 17 Denison Street by 9.30am Monday.

· One Copy to reported player, or that clubs match manager.

· One Copy to witness player, or that clubs match manager.

Team of reported player

1. The OSFA Secretary MUST be phoned Sat night with details of the report. The OSFA Secretary will liaise with the reported player's club on Monday to sort out possibility of early pleas, and any other issues.  It is your responsibility to make contact if the Secretary OSFA has not done so.

2. The Secretary will advise the other club what is happening with each report immediately after speaking with the Tribunal Chairman.

3. If any players is unable to report at this time it MUST be raised with the Secretary on 0448 256 122 between 9.30 and 11.00am Monday.

Away Team

1. Be proactive and chase up with the Secretary if you have heard nothing by midday Monday.

2. If any players is unable to report at this time it MUST be raised with the Secretary on 0448 256 122 between 9.30 and 11.00am Monday.

Reported Player/Advocate and Witness.
Hearings are conducted on Tuesday evenings after the report is made commencing at 6.00pm sharp at AFL Tas Argyle St North Hobart.

If the case goes to the tribunal both the reported player (and their advocate) and the witness are to report to Michael Munday or the Tribunal Convenor by 5.55pm at North Hobart.

AFL Southern Tasmania Independent Tribunal Process

1. All reports, in all games of the OSFA must be delivered to 17 Denison Street (letter slot in front door) by no later than  9-30 am on the Monday following the game.
2. Secretary OSFA will advise reported player of the possibility of an early plea. Club Advocates / Team Managers are required to advise the Secretary of any early plea requests or guilty pleas and / or request hearing adjournments on the Monday morning following the game. 
Early Plea Penalties must be approved by the Duty Chairman (this is not a decision of the umpire, club director or player). Club Advocates / Team Managers are required to be contactable during this period.
3. The Tribunal Chairman and Convener will confer with the Umpire Contact during this process to confirm the number of reports and cross check the status of those reports, ie: number of guilty pleas, early plea penalties etc.
4. The Tribunal Chairman and the Tribunal Convenor will schedule the order of hearings.
5. Tribunal hearings will be scheduled as follows: Tuesday Nights – 6-00 pm, at AFL Tasmania, North Hobart.
