Basketball New South Wales seeks to provide a safe,

fair and inclusive environment for everyone involved

in our organisation and in our sport. To achieve this, we

require certain standards of behaviour of players/athletes,

coaches, officials, administrators, parents/guardians (of
child participants) and spectators.

Our codes of behaviour are underpinned
by the following core values:

- To act within the rules and spirit of our sport

- To display respect and courtesy towards everyone involved

in our sport and

- To prioritise the safety and well-being of children and
young people involved in our sport

- To encourage and support opportunities for participation
in all aspects of our sport

Basketball New South Wales may impose
disciplinary measures on an individual or
organisation for a breach of these By-Laws and
Policies. Any disciplinary measure imposed will be:

1) Based on the evidence and information
presented and the serioctlsness of the breach;

2) Determined in accordance with our
Constitution, By-Laws, this By-Law and/or
the rules of the sport

The principles of natural justice will be observed
when making decisions on breaches of the Codes
of Conduct and in deciding any
penalties for such breaches.

Any penalties that ate'imposed are to be appropriate
to the seriousnéss of the breach. Penalties for
breaches of the Codes of Conduct that occur at
events conducted by BNSW that are confined to
the day of competition shall be determined by the
BNSW representative. Penalties that'go beyond the
day of competition shall be determing:i_by BNSW.
