MINUTES FOR WHEELCHAIR BASKETBALL NEW ZEALAND’S AGM HELD ON SATURDAY 12TH SEPTEMBER
Present: Peter Conaglen, Warren Putt, Theresa Lynn , Candice Green, Ros Gillan, Dale Gillan, Ryan Strandring, Alana Botting, Simon Draffin, John Osborne, Lynda Van Oosten, Pauline Paterson, Glenda Rodger, Glenn McDonald.
AGM was opened by Pauline Paterson at 9.50am at Invercargill

1. Confirmation of last AGM and acceptance of the minutes – Adoption minutes moved by Pauline Paterson to be seconded by someone present at the last AGM, in the absence of seconder Glenda Rodger
2. Receiving apologies: Craig King, Justin Hunter, Clayton Grey, Brent Lynn, late apology from Nelson Team 10.10am (re confusion of time for meeting created by Michelle Nunn) – moved Pauline Paterson Seconded Glen McDonald - carried
3. The Presidents report – Pauline Paterson read her report – John Osborne moved that the report be adopted, seconded by Glenn McDonald - Adopted
4. The Treasurer’s Audited Statement of accounts and Balance Sheet – Glenda Rodger read over the Audited accounts – Moved to be adopted by John Osborne, seconded by Glenn McDonald – Adopted.
Discussion: Membership numbers were declining as a lot of the clubs where not affiliating to WBNZ therefore being not affiliated to BBNZ and Paralympics.    We need to have every person playing in a Wheelchair League affiliated otherwise we will have problems accessing funding. It was mentioned to move the Membership away from the financial year to the calendar year – 1st Jan to the 31 December, as players playing in leagues for nothing, then either not paying at all or paying just before Nationals.  In BBNZ’s constitution which WBNZ comes under, states that affiliated players are not allowed to play non- members. 
Glenn suggested that all fee’s to be all paid by or at the first tournament of the year and players are not to take to the court unless paid. This made it more official.

Glenn McDonald asked “what is the reason to join WBNZ”  Pauline Paterson explained, that the reason to be a member of WBNZ, was so that you can compete in the Nationals and International arena. With the amount of members that WBNZ had at the moment, there was no possibility to select National men’s and women’s teams. Also with lack of members it was near impossible for Wheelchair Basketball to assist with funding of clubs to tournaments etc. 
A question was asked if WBNZ was a Charitable Trust – Pauline Paterson explained that we are and do have our certificate but we needed the remits to be accepted to finalise everything with the IRD.

It was mentioned that the WBNZ website needs to be looked at more – www.wcbnz.co.nz . John also suggested that contact details of all the clubs should be on the website.

A motion was moved  by John Osborne that the membership year is moved to 1 January to the 31st December, that the membership fee’s be paid before or on the date of the first tournament of the Wheelchair programme and that the website becomes a form of communication. This was seconded by Peter Conaglen – Accepted.

5. Remits and reports or proposals in absentia: IRD Had instructed WBNZ to add 3 new clauses to the constitution. Pauline Paterson read them out. Pauline Paterson then moved to change Clause (3)  - That the word Wheelchair be added before the word basketball. John Osborne Seconded it – Carried unanimously. 
Alan Botting moved that all be adopted.  Seconded by John Conaglen – Adopted unanimously.

Pauline Paterson then read out two reports submitted by Geoffrey Palmer – WBNZ Classification report and Southern Zone report.

Discussion was then had re classifications – some clubs had been classified earlier in the year but had not received their cards. It was discussed that a classifier should not be needed at Nationals, as all classification should be done prior.  It was mentioned that Geoff would not come without Kaitia as he believed there needed to be 2 classifiers.  There was not enough funding for two and it was also bought to the attention of everyone, that actually Kaitia wasn’t a financial member. There was discussion around how other members where keen to be classifiers and that in reality we should have someone in each zone that could do the classification. This would create a pathway for more opportunities for people in the sport.  This would also assist with disagreements on some players classifications. It was suggested that Don Perriman should be bought over to run a classification course and that this could be done around the first tournament of the year. It was also discussed about running coaching courses to upskilling some of the coaches that where doing a great job with new players. It was suggested that there be a North and South Island coaching course for those interested to attend.  The ideal scenario would be that a couple of coaches be identified from these courses and that they become the National coach’s of the Men’s and Women’s teams, rather than rely on overseas coaches.  It was also discussed that if a player or coach did not attend New Zealand Wheelchair Nationals then they were not available to be selected for the National Team as there was a possibility to hold a camp after the Nationals where ever they maybe.
Pauline Paterson asked for someone to move that Geoffrey Palmers reports be adopted – Alana Botting Moved and Glenn McDonald Seconded - Adopted

6. Election of new Executive Committee: Pauline Paterson suggested that on election of committee that there b e a representative from each club. This would ensure that there was a voice from each club and that the communication channels would work better. Three (3) nominations had been received, one for president, one for Secretary/Treasurer and one for the Committee prior to the AGM.
Election: President – Pauline Patterson, Secretary/Treasurer – Glenda Rodger, Executive Committee – Lynda Van Oosten – Adopted – John Osborne.

Nominations were then open to the floor: 

Glenn McDonald nominated Justine Hunter

Alana Botting nominated John Osborne – Seconded Glenn McDonald, accepted
John Osborne nominated Glenn McDonald – Seconded Glenda Rodger, accepted
John Osborne nominated John Weiser – Seconded Dale Gillan

Glenn McDonald nominated Teresa Lynn – Seconded John Osborne, accepted
John Osborne nominated Marus Thompson – Seconded Glenn McDonald

Ryan Standring nominated Shane Blows – Seconded Alana Botting, accepted
Glenn McDonald nominated Rowan Pringle – Seconded Warren Putt

This was subject to confirmation.  A letter has since been sent out to those that were nominated and not at the AGM.
7. Bestowing or proposals for Honorary or other membership status including that of Honorary Auditor;  Rolo Webb and Associates to remain as Auditors – Moved Alana Botting – Seconded Peter Conaglen- Adopted unanimously
8. Setting subscriptions and fees: Pauline Paterson moved that the fees to remain at $25.00 a player, $15.00 for supporters and those affiliated to their local Basketball Association (receipt of payment will be required).  Seconded – Glenn McDonald.  Motion carried
9. Complaints and matters of misconduct: A meeting has been held re a complaint on the table, due to confidentiality this could not be discussed in an open forum, as the member had not been notified of the outcome yet. No further discussion was had.
10. Other relevant matters, notices of motion; John Osborne encouraged that we should have a plan – outlay to be followed up so funding can be applied for. WBNZ needs to be strong.  Set high standards not let standards slip, to stand strong and be black and white in its dealings. 

Glenda Rodger suggested that the committee need to get together in person to outlay plan.

Portrayed from John Osborne on behalf of Carol Daley Nelson – Nelson wants lines of communication open more.  Wants to move away from BBNZ.  Wants Calendar of events (whole country) – plan for bulk funding – Get country united.
Glenda Rodger put a motion that the Treasurer puts in an application for funding to cover four (4) meetings in person where the tournament are to be held – Two in the North Island and two in the South Island. 

That the Secretary to put in place policies and proceedures -  paid and unpaid members, When subs are due etc and give out hard copies and have electronic copy on website.

Glen Osborne added that classifications need to be sorted at the first tournament or as close to becoming a member if after the first tournament and that the cards are issued straight away.  No cards, no play.  
That when a member pays there affiliation fee that a passport photo be sent with it and returned with their receipt is a card with their BBNZ Number, year the affiliation covers and their classification.
Pauline Paterson moved that the motion be accepted in its entirety.  Seconded by John Osborne. Unanimously accepted.
