POLICIES AND PROCEDURES
Availability
· There are two forms of Unavailability 

1. Permanent Unavailability – Times you are always unavailable
· EG: Playing football, school sport, work
· Also takes into consideration: Special travel requirements, siblings playing  sport, family work, etc

· Permanent Unavailability initially communicate through the online registration form
· Umpires can update availability via their online passwords
EG: Email: Hi There, From now on for the rest of the year, I am the lead singer for a rock band and will be unavailable Saturday from 4pm onwards. Can you please update my permanent unavailability. Kind Regards, Aaron
2. Casual Unavailability – Commitments that come up that that make you unavailable 

· EG: Heavy work, uni, school workload, driving lessons, family weekend away

· Casual Unavailability needs to be emailed to the Umpire Coordinator a minimum of the Sunday night prior to the weekend in concern
· Needs to be emailed

· Call/ leave message on voicemail is acceptable only if email is not available
· In your email, you need to communicate:

· The day in concern

· Times you are unavailable

· What the commitment is 
· EG: Hi There, This weekend I have a driving lesson Saturday 9am – 10am. Please do not appoint me during this time. Kind Regards, Aaron
Other than information supplied through your permanent and casual availability, 
you will be considered available all others times throughout the weekend

Understanding the Process 

· The availability roster is place to ensure umpiring is a flexible experience so that everyone can be involved.
· It also helps to manage such a large group.
· The coaches commence working on a draft on Monday morning to ensure a draft is ready to sent by Tuesday.

· Since everyone has so many influences to their availability, the appointment process is a tedious task of designing an appointment layout which suits everyone.

· Emailing Monday is too late. If any umpires were to send in their Casual Unavailability on Sunday or Monday, just one change has the potential to destroy the entire proposed appointment schedule.

· The onus is on you to plan ahead and be aware of your future movements

Email Confirmation

Umpires reply email to the appointments email to confirm their have received their appointment/s.

· Press ‘Control + F’ and enter your first name 

· Check for multiple appointments 

· Copy and paste one/all appointments back into the email. 

Eg: Sat 21.03.09    11.30am   Under 11   Apsley Brown vs Ferny Grove White  Brendale    Aaron Hall 

Understanding the Process 

· In light of the large group we manage, we need to be aware that every one of our umpires is aware of their appointment / every match is filled

· The email confirmation is not an opportunity to pull out of matches
· Encourage our youth umpires to take the responsibility, leave burden off our parents

· An exception to this process is:

1. When you are appointed to a game which conflicts with your permanent or casual availability, which you have already communicated. 
· In these situations, please reply email saying you can not umpire, explaining the process and perhaps a solution.
· Eg: Hi There, This weekend you have appointed me at the same time I am playing. I am playing at Coorparoo this Sunday at 2pm. I am not doing anything in the morning however.  If there is anything close to Coorparoo with plenty of time to recover prior to my match, this would be great. Kind Regards, Aaron

Pulling out of Matches after Confirmation Email/Wednesday night
· We understand that situations arise which may result in needing to pull out of a match
· These are serious situations which have significant consequences or results
· Same rules apply as to part time/ casual jobs. In a situation when you may need to pull out of a match, please follow the following process
1. Call the Umpire Coordinator
2. Allow the greatest amount of time possible to fill your match
· Calling the day/night prior to a match leaves no room to fill your match
· If you are sick or experience injury, advise the Umpire Coordinator as soon as you develop symptoms which could potentially affect your ability to umpire your match
3. Investigate possible options to fill your match
· Chat to friends and other umpires to see if they could potentially fill your spot
· Having checked other umpires availability, run it by the Umpire Coordinator
Dress Standards

As Umpiring hold an important position within our game, and as paid employees of the League, we expect umpires to always dress with a clean professional image.

Training
AFL Brisbane Junior Umpiring Training shirts are available for purchase for $10 each. (See below)
· The shirts are not compulsory however is encouraged. 
· Will need clothes to run in (t-shirt or singlet, shorts, Running Shoes), Whistle and Drink Bottle
· During colder months, we recommend you bring Tracksuits in addition to your training clothes 

· Showers and change rooms are available each training night to change 
To and From Matches

· AFLBJ supply each umpire a Maroon dress shirt free of charge to be worn to/ from matches.
· The red dress shirt from previous years is not to worn to matches
· Please do not wear your maroon dress shirt to training to run in
· Umpires are to purchase black long pants to wear to/from matches and at formal events

· This dress standard was introduced 2008 to increase our professionalism 
· Cheap dress pants can be purchased at Target, K-mart and Lowes (not tracksuit pants)
· AFLBJ believes this is reasonable in light of all that is provided.
· Shoes must be closed and clean (no thongs)
Matches
· Umpires wear their supplied Umpiring Uniform (Shirt (1st Years Umpires – Green / 2nd Year + Umpires Orange), Shorts and Socks).  
· Socks must be pulled up at all times and shirts tucked in.  
· Footwear must be clean and no Black Football Boots allowed.  
· White sweatbands and a white AFLBJ cap are the only colours to be worn
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Training

AFLBJ provides high quality, challenging and supportive training including fitness, laws, education, and umpiring skills.

Attendance is expected however not compulsory (some umpires have problems attending training). From a coaching perspective, we want umpires to come to training so we can provide the skills required to officiate well and enjoy your umpiring.  Those that attend training regularly will learn more skills and gain further confidence. Subsequently these umpires will be appointed to higher grades and will earn more money. To promote attendance at training, naturally umpires that attend training will also be appointed to higher quality matches to umpires of the same ability level that do not attend training.

· While traditionally the best method to advise the coaches is to call, these days a high number of umpires involved means coaches can be inundated with calls during their work hours, while organising training or coaching other umpires. 

Wet Weather Policy (Coorparoo and Northside sessions)

In the event of adverse weather, or another event which may result in training being cancelled for the night, an email will be sent by 3pm the night of the training. This email will be sent to the usual email list, by two different email addresses to ensure delivery. In the event of adverse weather or similar, please do not call to see if training is still on. Please check your email and if there is no cancellation, training will still go ahead.

Northside Sessions

Northside training sessions are specifically for first and second year northside based umpires.

· The sessions have been established to increase recruitment and retention of first and second year umpires by decreasing travel and time commitments for those living in the northern suburbs. 

· Previously the northside sessions were unsuccessful due to a lack of attendance. 

· For umpires to keep this great initiative, they will need to support the sessions. 

· Unfortunately, the sessions are current not available to third year and over umpires.  Due to current resources, we can not provide challenging sessions to facilitate these umpires development. We will continue to investigate future potential. 

· If you are within this category, you are welcome to further discuss with the coordinator (Aaron Hall) or any of the coaches.

· The schedule includes a Coorparoo session once a month. This is very important to join the rest of the group and gain exposure to the other coaches.  AFLBJ feel this is significantly less than previously expected.

Three Strike System

AFLBJ are introducing a three strike system for umpires that fail to follow major processes as directed.  An Umpire will receive a strike for one or more of the following:

· Casual Unavailability in late which affects the appointment process

· No Confirmation email by Tuesday night 
· without reasonable reason (where appointments are sent at least by Tuesday 5pm)
· Pulling out of match by confirmation email (should have done through availability process)

· without reasonable reason (where fault is with the coach/coordinator)
· Pulling out of a match after Wednesday without reasonable reason.

· Pulling out of a match through any means apart from calling
· Email results/ sending paperwork not sent by Sunday night
· If reporting, not writing the details of your report in your results email
Consequences

· 1st Strike Warning / Possible meeting with Coach 
· 2nd Strike Half Pay Deduction for Match 

· 3rd Strike One week of non-appointment 

Understanding the Process 

· All situations will only apply where common sense applies – First Year umpires will have time to adjust to our systems

· With any job, if you do not do the requirements you will lose your job. We want you to be involved however need you to follow the processes to manage the group effectively.

· If you are unsure of any processes, refer to your manual or ask leaders, coaches, observers or the coordinators.

Next Gen Field Umpire Development Squad

The Development Squad Program is a talent identification and development program established to support and fast track participants along the pathway to greater success towards open age football.   The overall program involves three subprograms. 

Program One: 
Development Squad (DS1)

Description: The DS1 is the first step in the talented umpire pathway.  Promising youth umpires are nominated by regional coaches to participate in the program receiving six additional training sessions, match observation, support and motivation to strive for senior football.

Program Three:
State League Development Squad (DS2)

Description:  Continuing support in initial years of senior football, a crucial stage of umpire retention and skill development at the senior level, the DS2 will provide umpires an avenue to participate in State League training with alternate sessions in the squad to recover topics with a greater support to grasp concepts.

When teams are ready:

· Meet the captain and coach from each team

· Check Players:

· Boots :No steel capped screw in’s allowed

· Nails: Are clipped

· Jewellery: None allowed

· Skins/compression gear: matches skin or short colour

· Warm up and stretch

· Receive team sheets from both teams (do not start games until team sheet are received)
· Div 1- 18 per side / max 4 interchange (regardless of numbers on team sheet)

· Div 2 – 5 – if less than 19 on either team sheet = 16 per side / maximum of 6 on each up to 22 players

· Less than 14 players, team forfeits

· If a team forfeits, you will not be required. If teams ask you to run a practise match, you will not be insured because it is not a sanctioned match. We advise again umpiring in these situations.   

10 Minutes Prior to Scheduled start

· Walk out onto ground, hold the football above your 
head 10m into the ground for the timekeeper
· Call for captains

· Coin Toss/ Whistle in hand for Away captain

Breaks

· Identify potential players for 3, 2, 1 votes
Post Match

Complete Match Paperwork

· Complete 3,2,1 votes

· Receive goal cards and time card - Team managers to sign goal card

· Team managers will ask if there are no reports

· If report occurred, inform managers to return in 5-10min
· Complete Umpires paperwork checklist

· Enclose in self replied envelope

· Copy results of match on to spare paper to email results

· Post paperwork on way home (Sunday afternoon at latest)

· Email results of game to results@aflbj.com

Reporting
Report Example 






· Being a professional Umpire means completing all of your paperwork correctly. The report sheet in a very important document, because any mistake can course in the report not to be heard by the Tribunal.
· Use the same format as the example to minimize errors.  Double check details to ensure they are correct.

· In two umpire system matches, ensure your fellow umpire proof reads the report to search for errors.

· On no account approach the team change rooms. Club officials must come to your change room and wait until you are ready. 

· Do not discuss the report with anyone expect your umpiring connections.

Tribunal
· As apart of your role as an umpire, if a player is reported and decides to take the report to the tribunal, you are required to attend
· Tribunals are held Wednesday Nights at Coorparoo
Please note: There is no reporting for U11’s

Hints for Getting it right at Tribunal 

· As soon as practical after a reportable incident make full and comprehensive notes. 

· Accurate notes will be very helpful especially when asked to give an account of a conversation.  It is best to rely on your notes rather than giving the “essence or gist of what was said.

· Inaccurate guesses leave a witness open to unnecessary cross examination.
· Bring your notes to the tribunal.
Giving Evidence
· Prepare your evidence, read over your notes.  If there is more than one reporting umpire then discuss details of the case with him or her.

· Be accurate, factual and consistent.  Remember advocates are good at spotting, then exploiting an inaccuracy, inconsistency and exaggeration.

· Stick to the facts of the case – What you saw and heard.
· Listen to the question.  Make sure you understand what you’re being asked before you give an answer.  Do not guess what the advocate is asking.

· Answer the question asked.  Keep answers short; try not to add anything on to your answer as this will unnecessarily prolong your cross examination.  Answers to questions from player advocates are best answered politely and concisely.

· Avoid answering with I don’t know or I don’t remember to the majority of the questions.
Special Rules for AFL Brisbane Juniors 

Players Uniforms:  

· No metal tags are permitted or metal showing on tags is permitted

· Players can not play if they are missing any tags from their boots

· Players can only wear bike pants or other shorts under his/her club shorts if they are skin colour or the same colour of their shorts.

· Any protective gear can only be worn by players if they have permission from AFLBJ a copy of permission letter must be available for the Umpire to see.

· No “Time On” during Home and Away games

Wearing of extra protection/uniform

If any player has the need to wear extra protection/uniform ie armguard, body skins, gloves the player/club will need to seek approval from the league before hand.  All you need to do is ask to see the AFLBJ letter of acceptance for whatever piece of equipment that the player has.  If the player doesn’t have a letter you need to contact the umpire coordinator or any of the coaches and discuss with them what action to take.
OFFICIALS ALLOWED IN COACHES BOX

The officials are permitted in the Coaches Box and must wear AFL BJ ID Card are:

1. Coach

2. Assistant Coach

3. Manager
